The worl d of cartels and high finance was far renoved fromthe experience
of John Wesl ey Huddl eston in August of 1906 when he found a 4 1/2 and a 3
carat white dianmond in one afternoon on his farmin Pike County, Arkansas.
Prior to that time, a few scattered single stones possibly distributed by
anci ent gl aci ers had been found on the North American continent. The
Arkansas di scovery, however, was the first locality, not only in the United
States, but also in the Western Hem sphere where di anonds were found in
their original matrix. It was startling world news. (The above is an
excerpt from"Crater of D amponds: Jewel of Arkansas" page 6, by Bobbie Lou
Hendri x, copyright 1989).

Pi ke County was created on Novenber 1, 1833 fromportions of Cark and
Henpstad Counties. It was naned for Zebulon M Pike. A log court-house and
a small franme building for a clerk's office were erected soon thereafter

at Zebul on, the county seat, which became Murfreesboro in 1851. In the
spring of 1855, the Pike County clerk's office was destroyed by fire and
all of the county records were burned. A new two-story courthouse was built
in 1856, and continued in existence until it, too, was burned in the spring
of 1895, again destroying all county records, with the exception of one
smal | tax book.

The vol ume entitled "Burnt Records of Pike County" was copied fromthe Pike
County records by a Prescott abstract firmabout 1890. It contains a
summary of many of the records that were destroyed in the 1895 fire. It was
mcrofilmed by the Arkansas History Comm ssion, with the perm ssion of the
present owner, Quaranty Abstract & Title Conpany, Mirfreesboro, Arkansas.

Baker, is a much needed research tool for Pike County, Arkansas because of
t he many records which have been destroyed due to fires. Mdst researchers
are aware that the greater part of the 1890 U S. Census was destroyed by
fire in Washington, D.C. in 1921. Pike County Arkansas 1890 census
enumer ati on was one of the records destroyed in this 1921 fire. Pike County
Court house burned in 1895 so this book will provide a great service to
anyone researching Pi ke County, Arkansas. This book is a "reconstruction"
of the 1890 Census and was derived fromthe 1893 Tax Recei pt book (these



taxes were paid in early 1895 after the courthouse fire) and contains the
nane of the tax payer, the legal description of his or her property
(section, township, range) and the nunmber of nmales in the household over 21
years of age who were paying poll tax. Those paying poll tax were county
residents. Winen could not vote at this time therefore did not pay pol

tax. This listing also contains the nanmes of people owning | and in Pike
County but living el sewhere. This reviewer highly recommends this book. DKP
